“And the Lord turned and looked at Peter. Then Peter
remembered the word of the Lord, how he had said to
him, “Before the rooster crows, you will deny me three
times. So Peter went out and wept bitterly” (Luke
22:61-62).

It doesn’t happen often, thankfully, but it does happen.
We make a mistake so ghastly that it costs us a job or a
relationship, our reputation or our freedom.

God has a different perspective on our failures. It
doesn’t matter if they’re big or small. It doesn’t matter
if we broke a glass or denied Jesus. Inevery instance
God is ready to forgive us. Grace. Undeserved mercy.

If God judged us on our works, none of us could be
saved. But God doesn’t deal in retribution and
punishment. God offers grace. Before Peter
understood that grace, he thought he was finished. He
denied Jesus three times after promising that he would
never do that.

But John 21 sees Jesus embracing Peter, loving him,
and commissioning him to serve God with a message
of hope. Never forget. We are saved by grace.
